The Political System of Russia

The Russian Federation was set up by the Constitution of 1993. After its destruction in 1991, the
Soviet Union was broken up into an independent Russian and 14 other new, sovereign nations.

The Russian Federation is a presidential (or a constitution) republic. The President is the head of state
and is elected directly by the people. He controls all the three branches of power. The President is
commander-in-chief of the armed forces, he makes treaties and enforces laws, appoints the prime
minister, cabinet members and key judges. The President can override and in some cases even
dissolve the national parliament, the bicameral Federal Government. The President is involved in the
work of the legislative executive branches.

The government consists of three branches: legislative, execution and judicial. Each of them is
checked and balanced by the President. The legislative power is vested in the Federal Assemble. It
consists of the Federation Council (upper house) and State Duma (lower house). The members of the
State Duma are elected. It is formed of the heads of the regions. Each Chamber is headed by the
Chairman. Legislature is initiated in the State Duma, but to become a law a bill must be approved by
the lower and upper houses and signed by the President. The executive power belongs to the
Government. The judicial branch is represented by the Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and
regional courts.

A. English is spoken as a first language by several countries including Great Britain, Australia, New
Zealand, South Africa, Canada, and the United States. While all of these countries share the same
mother tongue, there are some differences in the way they speak and write.

The first difference is in the accent. Another difference is the spelling of some words. And a third
difference is that some of the words are not the same at all. So which English is the best English to
learn? Well, there is no best English. They are all equally good and correct.

B. English is the official language of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and
it's a first

language for the majority of its citizens. However, visitors to the UK are often surprised that they
have difficulties in understanding the language. In Britain every part of the country has its own way
of speaking English. About 25% of people in Wales still speak their native Celtic language called
Welsh. In some regions of Scotland Gaelic is used as a first language. In Northern Ireland about 7%
of people are bilingual and speak English and Irish Gaelic.

C. About one hundred years ago many educated people learned and spoke French when they met
people from other countries. Today most people speak English when they meet foreigners. It has
become the new international language. There are more people who speak English as a second
language than people who speak English as a first language. No wonder it is represented in every
continent and in the three main oceans - the Atlantic, the Indian and the Pacific.

D. In 1887 a Polish linguist L.L. Zamanhof invented what he called a universal second language.
This language took the best bits of many European languages to make a new one for everyone to
understand. He called it Esperanto. There are a reasonable number of fluent speakers of the language
- though nobody is

sure how many. Some say 100,000, others - 2,5 million.
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E. People have long been interested in having one language that could be spoken throughout the
world. Such a language would help to increase cultural and economic ties and simplify
communication between people. Through the years, at least 600 universal languages have been
proposed, including Esperanto, but English, according to specialists, has better chances to become a
global language.

F. One billion people speak English today. That's about 20% of the world's population. 400 million
people speak English as their first language. For the other 600 million people it's either a second
language or a foreign language. As a second language English is spoken in more than 60 countries.
Besides, 80% of all information in the world's computers is in English, 75% of the world's letters and
faxes are in English, 60% of all international telephone calls are made in English and more than 60%
of all scientific journals are written in English too.

G. The modern world is becoming smaller all the time. Every day distances between different
countries seem less. For this reason it's becoming more and more important to-know different
languages, especially English. To know English today is absolutely necessary for every educated
person, for every good specialist because it is the language of communication, business, science and
culture.

British calendar is flashy with all kinds of holidays: national, traditional, public or bank holidays.
The formation of some of them dates back hundreds of year, and it is not great surprise for such
country as Great Britain loving its culture and history.

Public or bank holidays require all business and other bank institutions to close for the day and to
give the employees a paid day off. They are: Christmas, New Years Day, Easter, St. Patrick’s
Day, etc. Traditions respected on these days are various and interesting: for example, on the
President’s Day girls are to ask boys off for a date, or invite them to a party or to the cinema, or
even ask him to marry her. On the St. Patrick’s Day people use to wear something green and
attend parades.

National holidays are also rich in their traditions and customs. On the Memorial Day people use
to invite friends and relatives to a dinner and remember the dead together.

The Midsummer Day, on the 24th of June gives a possibility to visit the Stonehenge — the
biggest stone circle, dating back to the 1st century BC, built by Druids, and is considered their
calendar, used to count months and seasons.

If you visit UK on the 31st of October, you can meet witches, wizards, ghosts and different types
of evil spirits appearing on Halloween. It is common for people to spend thousands of dollars on
dresses, masks and other types of Halloween attributes. The celebration begins long before the
31st. People decorate their houses with pumpkins — they cut out the middle of the pumpkin, cut
holes for eyes and mouth and put a candle inside. Some cities make a whole competition and
parade of the best pumpkins of all. Children have a special tradition to go to their neighbors and
play “Trick or Treat!” . If people give them money they will go away, otherwise they will play a
trick on you by drawing something dreadful on your house or your car.

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THE HISTORY OF LAND TRANSPORT

Introduction

1. The word transport means to carry people or goods fr om place to place. It is also used for
the vehicles that carry people or goods - for example, motor transport includes buses, lorries,
motor coaches and motor cars. The American word for the same thing is transportation, and
the remark 'transportation is civilization” was made by an American, the motor-car
manufacturer Henry Ford.

The history of transport is divided into two stages. The first stage is that in which all forms of
transport depended directly on the power of men or animals or ot natural forces such as
winds and current. The second stage began with the development of the steam engine, which
was followed by the electric motor and the internal combustion engine as the main sources of
power for transport.

Porters and Pack Animals

2. The most ancient peoples were probably wanderers. They did not live in settled homes
because they did not know how to till the soil. As they moved fr om place to place they had
to carry their goods themselves. The porters were usually the women, probably because the
men had to be ready to beat off attacks by wild beasts or enemies. Even now, to carry the
household goods is the job of women in backward wandering tribes.

The next step was the use of pack animals for carrying goods. The kind of animal used varied
in different places, but the general idea was the same - the bundles or baskets were carried by
the animals on their backs. The dog, although too small to carry much, was probably one of
the first transport animals used because it is so easily trained. Dogs are still to be trained for
dragging sledges in the Arctic because of their light weight.

3. The next advance in land transport came with the invention of the wheel. The wheel at
once led to the development of two-wheeled carts and four-wheeled wagons and carriages,
but before these could be used for carrying goods over long distances, a system of roads was
necessary. These roads had to be wide enough to take a cart and paved, for unless their
surface was paved the wheels sank in and the cart stuck. In Britain, and also over much
Europe, the first long-distance paved roads were made by the Romans, chiefly so that troops
could be marched without delay fr om place to place. The roads made it possible to use
wheeled traffic. However, when the Roman Empire collapsed, the roads gradually got into a
very bad state.

4. There were two problems to be solved - first, how to make good roads, and, second, to
decide who was to pay for them. In Great Britain these problems were solved in the 18th
century. Stretches of roads were handed over to groups called trusts. The trusts borrowed
money for repairing and improving the roads, paying it back fr om the sums they collected
from road users. This method of paying for new roads and bridges is still used, especially in
the United States.

Then it became possible to travel rather comfortably by coaches. In cities like London, rich
people had their own carriages, while poor people wait on horseback or walked. Then
appeared carriages that could be hired for short distances. They correspond to the modern
taxis. The word is short for taxi cab which in turn comes from the words taximeter and
cabriolet. A cabriolet is a light two-wheeled carriage introduced from France in the 19th
century. The taximeter is a mechanical device connected with the wheels which, by
measuring the distance travelled, shows the fare due at any moment. It is also controlled by a
clock so that waiting time too is charged for.

Moderntechnologies

Everybody knows that new technologies today do not only make our life easier, sweeter, more
secured and comfortable, it mainly shows the economical, political, social development of the
country. Every leading country tries to invent something absolutely new or redevelop old
production in the way to show that this country has enough money, education and scientists.
Nowadays we can not imagine our life without high-tech gadgets we use every day. We use them
to communicate, to eat, to travel, to be healthy and so on. But in this very sphere we should
adhere golden middle.

The first reason of this is the environment protection. Production and usage of the new
technologies, which are not aimed to save the environment, can cause many problems as ozone
depletion, deforestation, pollution and energy consumption.
